You know that it so

much easier to use your own pair of scissors or rotary cutter. Don’t worry if you cannot bring

anything, I will have some basic sewing/quilting tools available for you to use.

I

will have a couple of fun easy projects available for you to play if you want to!! I will be donat-

ing flannel/fleece and batting for our quilts. If you want to donate flannel or fleece that would be 
awesome, each quilt will require 3 yards of fabric. The fabric doesn’t have to be all the same, we 

can mix and match patterns for fun designs. Please check the catalog for all those other things that 

might be helpful to bring for your stay at Ghost Ranch.Together we will quilt/ sew up a storm and 

along the way we will tell a few stories, laugh, create and build new friendships together. Then 

as the week draws to a close may you feel inspired, replenished, and refreshed from your hours of 

service. So when it comes time to pack and head home, I hope that you pack up a few new friend-

ships and many happy memories of your time here at Ghost Ranch.
